How do project proposals get
Multi-Donor funding?

Proponent submits a concept proposal to the BRR.

BRR approves concept proposal. If financing required, consideration
of financing options including the Multi-Donor Fund.

BRR submits the concept proposal to the Multi-Donor Fund.

The Multi-Donor Fund evaluates the concept proposal and forwards
it for endorsement at the Steering Committee Meeting.

If endorsed, a Partner Agency is selected who, in cooperation with
the proponent, appraises the project and submits a detailed project
plan - a“Project Appraisal Document”, for approval.

The Multi-Donor Fund evaluates the Project Appraisal Document and
endorses project.

If project is on-budget - Government of Indonesia (Gol) issues
necessary documents after which funds are transferred to Gol.

If project is off-budget — Agreement is signed and funds are
transferred to Partner Agency.

Disbursement of funds commences.
